TECHNICIAN 1 Heavy Equipment/Diesel Engine Mechanic

The primary responsibility of the Technician 1- Heavy Equipment/Diesel Engine Mechanic is to service and repair agricultural tractors, mowing, and other agricultural equipment.  He/she should be knowledgeable about diesel and hydraulic theory and the use of tools and equipment to diagnose and repair mechanical products.  He/she will aid in the achievement of department and dealership goals and objectives by performing their function quickly, efficiently, and to a high degree of accuracy and quality.
Duties and Responsibilities: 

· Repair and maintain tractors, mowers, and other agricultural equipment as requested, and provide documentation for same.  Documentation typically includes diagnosis, failed part(s), and actions taken to correct the situation, and/or a record of the work performed to the unit.
· Assembly of new equipment and installation of accessories as requested.

· Perform product deliveries (demonstrations and instruction on use and care to new purchasers) as requested.

· Maintain work area in a clean, orderly, and safe fashion.

· Evaluate and report on condition of potential trade-ins

· Coordinate with other staff members to ensure adequate store coverage during business hours.

· Attend training sessions as required.
· Other activities as may be required.
Minimum Qualifications:
· Advanced technical knowledge of equipment design, repair, and maintenance acquired through multiple years of experience and technical training courses.

· Thorough, organized, and detail oriented.
· Able to lift 70 pounds, move around shop and yard.
· Independent and able to work with minimal supervision.
